   6 - For all this it is my duty to thank and praise, serve and obey Him.
    This is most certainly true. (2nd+)
CATECHISM DEFINITIONS
Angels – The powerful spirit being whom God created to serve him.  Their name means “messenger” and they were used throughout the Bible to announce events in God’s work of salvation.  They are ministers of the Lord who sing His praises in heaven, war against the demons, and attend His saints on earth.  

Heaven –  The eternal, gracious, and saving presence of our Lord Jesus Christ in which God will remove forever the effects of in, and there will be no more death, disease, sorrow, or pain.  (2) It is also used in Scripture to mean the expanse above the earth that contains the sky, the sun, the moon, the planets, stars, etc.
Hell – The place of torment and punishments under God’s wrath for eternity.  It is sometimes called the place of “weeping and gnashing of teeth, “eternal fire,” & “lake of fire,”

PERSON OF THE REFORMATION

Albrecht, Archbishop of Mainz (1490-1545)
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Luther said this about Albrecht, “It’s all the fault of the man at Mainz, who was tricked by his own cleverness with which he wanted to suppress my doctrine and to save his money which he’d sought through indulgences.”

Albrecht (also called Albert of Brandenburg) was born June 28, 1490, the younger son of John Cicero, Elector of Brandenburg. In 1513 he became Archbishop of Magdeburg, but one year later, in 1514, he sought to become the elector and archbishop of Mainz. Church law forbade the holding of more than one diocese, so Albrecht turned to Pope Leo X for an exception. Albrecht took out a loan from the banking house of Fugger and used it to make a large contribution toward the rebuilding of St. Peter’s Basilica.
On March 15, 1517, Pope Leo X declared a special jubilee indulgence that would be sold in Germany at the request of Albrecht, Archbishop of Mainz, to help pay for the reconstruction of St. Peter’s Basilica in Rome. Half of the proceeds would go to the Pope, and the other half to Albrecht to repay the Fugger bankers. But Albrecht needed a salesman who could really push the indulgences. He recruited a priest named Johannes Tetzel.  As Tetzel was preaching among the public, the Fuggers had representatives present to collect their share.
The 95 Theses were quite specifically addressed to Albrecht in a respectful manner.  Luther did not originally intend them for the public.  Albrecht, however, ignored it.  This was the case for much of Albrecht’s life as a churchman – he ignored things in which he did not think affected him personally.   More specifically, he was interested in his money and influence to the detriment for public discourse and debate about the Church and Christ’s teaching.  Luther called indulgences Albrecht’s “false god.”  His consistent ignoring of issues affecting the church and territory led to a general lack of respect for him by the public.  The few times he tried to intervene, it was always too late and he found his influence gone.   His influence among the people was virtually non-existent near his death.
